Minsk is the capital of the Republic of Belarus,
hero-city and the administrative center of the
Minsk Region (oblast) and the Minsk District
(raion). It is an independent administrative unit
with a special capital status. It is also a major
transportation hub, political, economic, cultural
and scientific center of the Republic of Belarus.
The headquarters of the Commonwealth of
Independent States (CIS) is situated in Minsk.

It is also the third largest city of the Common
Economic Space. The city is located near the
geographic center of the country and stands on
the Svisloch river. There are 1 902,498 inhabit-
ants in Minsk (as of February 1, 2013). The city
covers a total area of 348,84 km?. Since June 25,
2010, the chairman of the Minsk City Executive
Commiittee (the mayor) has been Mikalai Ladutsko.

he status of Minsk as the capital of the Republic of Belarus

and as the main administrative center of the country is de-
termined in the Constitution of the Republic of Belarus. Minsk
is a place where the official residences of the President of the
Republic of Belarus, the Council of Ministers (the Government),
the National Assembly (the Parliament), the National Bank as
well as other central government agencies, diplomatic mis-
sions, consular institutions of foreign states and international
organizations in the Republic of Belarus are situated.

The earliest settlement in the territory of modern Minsk
dates back to the 9t century. Minsk was first mentioned in
chronicles in 1067. In the Primary Chronicle it is reported
that as a result of the civil war between the Principality
of Polotsk, on the one hand, and a coalition of southern
Russian principalities, on the other, the city was destroyed.
During the feudal period Minsk principality was under

the governance of Polotsk principality or Kiev principality
interchangeably.

rom the 14" century the history of Minsk and the Minsk

land was closely related to the history of the Grand
Duchy of Lithuania. Minsk was ruled by governors appoint-
ed by the Grand Duke, who exercised administrative and
economic, financial, judicial and military power. The gov-
ernors’ residence was the Minsk castle. In 1444, Minsk was
cited as one of the 15 most developed cities in the Grand
Duchy of Lithuania. The increasing role and importance
of the city was proved in 1499 when the city was granted
the Magdeburg Rights by the Grand Duke of Lithuania
Alexander Jagiellon. Minsk also received its own municipal
coat of arms, which is still used - the image of the Virgin
Mary on a blue field, surrounded by angels and cherubs.

| n 1566 Minsk became a center of the Minsk Province,
which was the largest province in the territory of Grand
Duchy of Lithuania. At Lublin Seim in 1569 the Grand
Duchy of Lithuania and the Kingdom of Poland united into
a new state — the Rzeczpospolita. Minsk was considered

to be a center of both the Rzeczpospolita and the Grand
Duchy of Lithuania.

s a result of partition of the Polish-Lithuanian

Commonwealth at the end of 18™ century, Minsk and
the Minsk Province became a part of the Russian Empire.
The territory was transformed into the Minsk Guberniya.
After the suppression of the Polish unrests, the ethnic
composition of the city population changed. The number
of Polish inhabitants started to decrease gradually. In 1835
Minsk was included into the Jewish Pale of Settlement,
which led to the growth of the Jewish population of the
city. An important event which contributed to the economic
development of the city was the construction of the railway
road from Moscow to Warsaw through Minsk in 1871.

long-lasting peace in Minsk was interrupted by the

World War | in 1915, when the German military forces
launched an attack on the Eastern Front. Thus, Minsk
became a front city. Minsk had suffered huge losses as a re-
sult of the WWI, revolutions and foreign military interven-
tions. Due to the industrialization the number of workers
and employees in Minsk increased. On the eve of the World
War Il there were about 250,000 people in the capital of
the Belorussian Soviet Socialist Republic.

rom June 28,1941, to July 3, 1944, Minsk was occupied

by the Nazi troops. Several concentration camps, the
death camp Trostenets, the Minsk ghetto (where more than
100,000 people were kept) were located in Minsk and its
environs. The Nazis killed more than 400,000 people in
the region - Jews, soviet war prisoners and civilians. At the
time of liberation, the city’s population was about 80-90
thousand people.

fter the war, Minsk was in ruins. Nevertheless, In the

four and a half postwar decades, Minsk became an
economic center of the Soviet Belarus and one of the larg-
est industrial centers of the Soviet Union. In 1990 there
were 54 industrial and scientific production associations
and 162 industrial enterprises. They gave about 26% of the
total industrial output of the country.

Since 25 August 1991 Minsk has been the capital of the
independent Republic of Belarus. It is a major trans-
portation hub, political, economic, cultural and scientific
center of the Republic of Belarus. The headquarters of the
Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) is situated

in Minsk. It is also the third largest city of the Common
Economic Space. In the period from 1959 to 2003, the
number of its inhabitants increased almost sixfold, reach-
ing 2 million people.

They
extend for varying heights above the bottoma of the well pits.

The suction pipes extend thru the respective well casings a faw
inches above tho pit bottoms and comnect underground with a

They are curbed with brick,
extending above the ground surface. Varlous types of covers are
provided chiefly wooden planicing and small wooden houses. These
rrovide a greater or less dogree of protection agninst the entrance
of surface waste materials. Waste water in the well pits drains
away through the earth bottoms or through openings where cement
bottoms have been installed.
